So bitterness troubles people. Be free from alkbiess, in
Jesus name!

He is called The Wicked. See how in such a verytsho
time, he levelled Job’s entire fortune! Job’s stisrg
reality of the curse of Satan. But thank God, ymugreater
than Job, because you have the very life of Gadengou!
Job didn’t have that.

1 John 5:18 says:

We know that whosoever is born of God sinnethlmdthe
that is begotten of God keepeth himself, and theked
one toucheth him not.

That gives you an idea that the enemy cannot trifle
curses without an open door. So it's possible t&rde

from his touch. It's possible to be free from these of
Satan when you keep yourself.

You remember what Balaam said to Bal&l®v can |
curse whom God has not cursed? How can | defy whom
God has not defiedBalaam was hired as a witch doctor ,
but he couldn’t perform. For there can be no entthant
against Israel, when God has not found iniquity nor
perverseness in him (Numbers 23:8,23).

God boasted about JobJdnb 1:8:

And the Lord said unto Satan, Hast thou considengd
servant Job, that there is none like him in theleaa
perfect and an upright man, one that feareth Godl, a

escheweth evil?

That was why there was such a heavy protectiomarou
him and all that he had. Even Satan testified!of it



Hast not thou made an hedge about him, and abesut hi
house, and about all that he hath on every side@ trast
blessed the work of his hands, and his substance is
increased in the land.

Job 1:10

The curse of Satan is helpless when you're on eowuith
God. You become an impossible case for any witch or
wizard. You can cheaply disarm them, when you give
place to the devil. When you’re no longer under his
domain, every mark of his in your life is illegalou have
been translated from the kingdom of darkness to the
kingdom of light (Colossians 1:13).

You are now seated in heavenly places in Christs]&so
Satan has no say at all in your life anymore! Yedar
above the realms of Satan and all his principaliéied
powers and rulers of darkness of this world, alwhcked
spirits in high places. You can handle them alpl{&sians
1:20-21, 2:6.)

When you’re free from the curse of God, you become
automatically free from the curse of Satan. Satdrowy
tread on a man under the curse of God. Note teatuhse
of God thrives as one walks in the flesh. Remenibér
was living in fear (Job 3:25). Just like faith istloe spirit,
fear is of the flesh.

There is therefore now no condemnation to them wéie
in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, dftgr the
Spirit. For the law of the Spirit of life in Chridesus hath



made me free from the law of sin and death.

Romans 8:1-2

The curse of Satan is the weakest of all cursesnwlu
put on thy strength, O Ziohgaiah 52:1). You don’t even
need to bind him, he binds himself. The curse thiS&
the weakest. Yet it has taken all the attentiothefChurch,
so that the sons of God can be blinded to theissaés of
their lives. Look at the curse of bitterness fatamce; if
you're binding Satan over that, he will just bedhing at
you. Why? He is not the cause. This is where maay a
suffering.

Thank God you're free from stealing, thank God yeu’
free from adultery, thank God you’re free from fication,
free from envy; but these curses need to be deht w

You're Home!

Hear this again: Satan can’t curse you when Godtls
you! For,if God be for us, who can be against us?
(Romans 8:31.) As long as you do away with iniquity and
forego perverseness, Satan’s curses are null addA®
long as you're at home with God, Satan cannot tatme
you.

When we were Kids, if a boy stronger than you terafou,
you head straight for home. Then, safe in youreidsh
compound, you now turn to him and say, If you'rallye
the son of your father, come! Why? Your fathertib@me
and ready to come to your rescue if need be. Likeyas
long as you’re home with God, Satan cannot torrgent



Now say with me: I'm home already. | am at homehwit
God now. If God be for you, no one can be agaiost y
